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Visit to Coventry War Memorial Park, 16 October 2021, 2pm
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This visit is free. There is a maximum group size of 25. Places will be allocated on a first come first served basis. 
The end of hostilities in 1918 brought demands for concrete memorials to the sacrifices of the casualties of war. Coventry War Memorial Park was acquired in 1921 to be the city’s War Memorial. The largest part of it was acquired from the Styvichall estate, which was an area of then undeveloped land near the city centre. It was bounded on the west by Styvichall Common and the Kenilworth /road spinneys, which had a long history of public enjoyment. 
Although many parks became the setting for a war memorial, those which form the memorial itself are fairly select in number, of which Coventry is probably the largest and one of the earliest. Archaeology of the previous open fields closes and trackways of the village is still visible in many parts of the park
The park had been given its original layout by 1927, but the various pavilions were built in the 1930’s. Memorial trees line the walks, the planting of which continued after WWII. 
Meet at 2 pm at the Park and Ride car park, Kenilworth Road, Coventry. The car park is free. You can go by bus, X17 from Warwick, Leamington and Kenilworth or from Coventry centre. It is hoped that the tea room will be open at the end of the walk.
